ENVIRONMENT

How does a program look and feel? Pay attention to the
physical space, its safety and security, the atmosphere

it conveys, and aspects of health and nutrition. Ask yourself
whether the following standards are being met when
visiting a program:

 The program’s indoor and outdoor facilities are
welcoming and accessible to children, youth and
their families.

e The indoor and outdoor space provides an atmosphere
of comfort, ownership, and respect for children, youth
and their families.

e Children and youth are physically safe in both indoor
and outdoor space of the program.

* Program space and equipment fit the needs of
participants, staff and the curriculum.

*The program protects and supports the
mental and social/emotional health of
all participants.

e Participants are carefully supervised during all
program activities.

* When provided, snacks are well balanced
and nutritious.

RELATIONSHIPS

Staff and volunteers must work together to foster strong,
respectful relationships among staff, youth, families and the

supportive, nurturing, and consistent.

« Staff and volunteers encourage participants to
make choices and become more responsible.

. PROGRAMMING AND
ACTIVITIES

After-school programs can contribute to a young
person’s positive learning and personal growth.
When visiting an after-school program, note whether
it exhibits the following characteristics:

e There are a variety of engaging opportunities for
age appropriate learning, physical activity, skill
building and life skills development.

* The daily schedule offers activities that are
engaging, varied, and flexible.

« Participants have opportunities to make choices
based on interest.

e Activities are well supplied with materials,
where needed.

« Participants are involved in program planning,
development and implementation.

* Program activities enhance the positive
development of children and youth.

» Program staff are thoughtful about influencing
learning and increasing knowledge
